Thousands of hours, hundreds of conversations and multiple trips over the course of a year
culminated in a 10-day operation surrounding the Super Bowl in Minnesota in 2018. Beginning
more than a year before the Super Bowl, I0B met with leaders from Minneapolis Police
Department, Hennepin County, Ramsey County, the Minnesota Service Station & Convenience Store
Association, the Women’s Foundation, the Super Bowl Host Committee, Hope Community Church
and at least 10 local anti-trafficking service providers and advocacy groups to collaborate on
efforts to stop sex trafficking surrounding the Super Bowl and beyond. In Our Backyard engaged
more than 200 volunteers in anti-trafficking education and advocacy, including 13 who dedicated
more than a week of their time at their own expense to ensure the success of the operation.

PARTNERSHIPS: MINNESOTA ANTI-HUMAN TRAFFICKING ADVOCATES

2018 VICTORIES & HIGHLIGHTS

e 15 missing and at-risk youth from IOB’s Missing Children’s Booklet RECOVERED! This is
huge cause for celebration!

o Please note: I0B has no way of knowing if our literature directly led to the recovery
tips, but now these youth are safe!

e 1500 Freedom Stickers posted in convenience stores throughout the Twin Cities, providing
a pathway to freedom for victims of human trafficking.

e 2500 Missing Children’s Books distributed across the Twin Cities metro, including:

o 600 Missing Children’s Booklets and human trafficking indicators distributed to UBER
and Yellow cab drivers.

o 350 Missing Children’s Booklets and human trafficking indicators distributed to
Super Bowl volunteers so they could keep their eyes open for potential victims.

e 750 Convenience Stores equipped with resources, including Missing Children’s Booklets to
recognize and report missing children and victims of human trafficking.

e More than 200 volunteers educated about human trafficking in Minnesota, surrounding
large events and daily across the nation. Volunteers engaged to take well-informed and
meaningful action through outreach to convenience stores.

12 individuals were trained in online surveillance for sex trafficking.

38 qualified leads submitted by IOB to law enforcement for further investigation. Sgt. Grant
Snyder gave a shout-out to I0B in his February 20th press conference, saying that his
leads generally came from three sources, with IOB as the only non-law enforcement

source.

e Please note, although 10B provided leads directly to law enforcement, I0B does not claim

any of these results.
o 94 human trafficking arrests by law enforcement! Sex buyers were mostly between

21 and 50 years old and had no criminal history.
